Installation
Step 1.
Download and install the skype software. The software can be downloaded from the following link: http://www.mri.co.uk/drivers/SkypeSetup.exe Once installed you will need to create a Skype account.
Step 2.


Insert the CD in your CD drive. Browse to the CD. Run “USB Phone Setup”.

Step 3.

Connect the phone to the USB port. The found new hardware wizard should come up. Follow the found new hardware wizards allowing windows to automatically search for the best driver. The drivers are built in to Windows 2000, XP & 2003. Reboot if prompted.
Step 4.

Once the phone has installed open Skype. Go to the tools menu and select options. Select Audio Devices and make sure audio in, out and ringing are all set to USB Audio Device. Click on Save. Exit Skype.
Step 5.

Go into Sound & Audio Devices in the control panel. Make sure the default playback and recording devices on the Audio tab are set to your soundcard and NOT USB Audio Device.

Step 6.

Open Skype, login to your account. Go to tools and select add a contact. Enter ‘echo123’ in the name box, click next. Click ok to request authorization. Start a chat session with echo 123 (right click on Echo / Sound Test Service and select start chat) Type ‘call me’ in the chat session. After a moment the phone should ring. Press the Green button to answer. You will hear a recorded message, when asked to do so leave a message, this will then be played back to you. If you hear your own voice when the message is playing back then the phone is working properly.
